Tournament Eligibility (see Entry Protocols for details)
· [bookmark: _Hlk31557899]Entrants must be a New Zealand citizen, or hold a permanent New Zealand residents visa 
· Be a financial member of a petanque club affiliated to PNZ (not suspended).
Format
· Entry is limited is to a maximum of 40 teams
· Five round Swiss on Saturday. The top 16 teams will be placed in 4 pools of 4 teams on Sunday morning. The top 2 teams in each pool will progress to the Championship knockout. The bottom 2 teams in each pool will progress to the Plate knockout.
· Teams will be ranked on number of wins, then by Buchholz points (Sum of Opponent’s Scores or SOS), then Fine-Buchholz points (Sum of SOS scores), then points differential, result of game between the tied teams (if played), who beat the highest ranked team (if they didn’t play) and finally coin toss if necessary.
· Teams in positions 17 onwards will play a 4 round Swiss on Sunday. The top 2 teams will play off in the Bowl final
· The time limit for the Swiss, Round-robin and knockout games will be 60 min plus 1 end. All games will be timed, except for the final of the Championship section.
· PNZ reserves the right to change the format depending on the number of entries.

Tournament rules
· The tournament will be played to the current FIPJP Rules (1 January 2021) and any interpretations specific to NZ as adopted by PNZ (August 2025).   All participants should be familiar with these rules prior to entering.
· All players must read and abide by the PNZ Player Code of Behaviour.
· Entrants are required to participate in the entire tournament, i.e. a player/team cannot leave partway through without good cause.   
· Immediately after each game a member from both teams is required to sign that the score is correct on the result sheet.  No score will be entered until both teams are present.
